EXTENDED DAY SCHOOL RULES 2021 – 2022
Oxford City Schools
Parents who enroll their children in the Extended Day School program should read the following rules carefully and sign the attached registration/acknowledgment form. The acknowledgment form must be returned to the school before the child is accepted for enrollment.

1.  The Extended Day School program is provided as a service to working parents who need a safe after-school program for their children.  Only children who are enrolled at Coldwater Elementary, DeArmanville Elementary, or Oxford Elementary School are eligible to attend (and only at the school attended). 

2.  “Drop-In’s” cannot be accepted.  Children must be enrolled and in regular attendance in order to attend the program.  Space in the program cannot be “held” in the event that a student drops out temporarily.

3.  The Extended Day School program operates each school day from the end of the regular school day until 5:45 p.m.  The only exceptions are the last day before Christmas holidays, the last day of school, and on days when school is closed early due to severe weather.  Parents should pick up their child at the end of the work day, but absolutely no later than 5:45 p.m.   Parents who are late in picking up their child will be required to pay a late charge of $10.00 directly to each worker for each 15 minutes past 5:45 p.m. Children who are picked up late more than twice during the school year may be dropped from the program.

4.  Parents are asked to furnish on the Registration Form a complete list of persons who can be contacted in the event of an emergency.  Children must be signed-out each day by an adult listed on the Registration Form. Friends, neighbors or relatives who are not listed on the Registration Form are not allowed to pick up children, and children are not permitted to walk home alone.  Parents are responsible for keeping the list current.

5.  Children will be provided with a snack every day.  Monthly fees cover the cost of snacks.

6.  The school does not provide health or accident insurance.  Parents are encouraged to provide their own coverage, and School-Day coverage is available through the school office.

7.  Students who are absent during the regular school day cannot attend the Extended Day School program that afternoon.

8.  STUDENT DISCIPLINE PROBLEMS WILL NOT BE TOLERATED.  Attendance in the Extended Day School program is a privilege, and any chronic discipline problems will result in the child being removed from the program.

9.  Parents are asked to provide complete information regarding special health or medical problems.  This information should be entered on the Registration Form.  

10. Fees are payable during the first five weekdays of each month.  We ask that this be handled promptly.  Nonpayment can result in dismissal from the program.  (Note: Part-time students must have a consistent schedule of participation.)  Students will be dismissed from the program if fees are not paid in a timely manner.
