2021-2022 EXTENDED DAY SCHOOL DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

Oxford City Schools

Every effort will be made to maintain good discipline in the Extended Day School Program.  The cooperation of every parent is essential to insure that student behavior remains good.  The following are examples of serious discipline problems which cannot be allowed:

1.  Using profane or vulgar language

2.  Showing disrespect for a staff member

3.  Hurting or threatening to hurt another student

4.  Refusing to obey reasonable directions from an aide

In the event any of these discipline problems occur, aides will try a variety of methods such as counseling the student, moving the student to another area, and talking with parents.  The supervisor should be informed that problems are occurring.  If the student’s behavior continues to be a problem, these procedures will be followed:

1st Offense - A Discipline Notice will be filled out by the Extended Day School

supervisor, and the child will be referred to the school office.  Parents will receive

a copy of the Discipline Notice.

2nd Offense - A Discipline Notice will be filled out by the Extended Day School

supervisor, and the child will be referred to the office.  The Extended Day School

Coordinator and parents will receive a copy of the Discipline Notice.  The Principal will notify the parents that a third offense will automatically result in the child’s removal from the Program.

3rd Offense - The Principal will notify the parents that the student has been dismissed
from the Program.

It is impossible to cover every situation that might arise during the course of the year.  The administrator therefore reserves the right to make necessary decisions on any and all matters affecting the operation of the Extended Day School program.  Dismissal of a student from the program may occur at the first offense if the nature of the offense so justifies.  Parents will be contacted should this occur.
